available in three different sizes:

Type 14 10 mm
Type 14C 11 mm
Type 14A 12 mm *

*size suitable for myopic eyes

Advantages of the Capsular Tension Rings:

- circular expansion of the capsular bag

- stabilization of the capsular bag S

- on small zonula damages, no sclera fixation is
necessary, i.e. no special i_OL is required

- reduces the risk of damaging the capsule or
zonules during surgery )

- better centration ot the IOL, also in cases of
future capsular bag shrinkage

- capsular bag distortion

- simplifies the implantation of foldable IOLs

Indications:

- defective or partly missing zonules

- Fotentlally complicated surgical conditions
- luxation of IOLs

- zonulolysis

- pseudoexfoliation

- Marchesani Syndrome

- to stabilize the capsule in case of severe myopia

Contraindications:

- zonula damage larger than 4 clock hours

- patients under the age of 1 year _

- children 12 years of age or younger (only valid for U.S.A.)

- chronic uveitis

- progressive eye diseases
diabetic retinopathy, uncontrolled glaucoma)

- preoperative complications prior to cataract surgery
vitreous body prolapse, hemorrhage)

- patients with perforated or damaged capsules
